The evaluation process comprised of two distinct components; an examination and a presentation, ensuring a balanced approach to both theoretical and practical learning outcomes
 I Examination
The examination was conducted at the conclusion of the course to assess students’ understanding of the core concepts. It was administered online and featured Multiple-Choice Questions(MCQs) designed to evaluate:
Basic understanding of GST
Legal provision and practical problems of GST
Grading Criteria
The performance of students in the examination was assessed based on the following standardised grading scale:
85% and above: A Grade (Excellent)
75%-84%: B Grade (Very Good)
65%-74%: C Grade (Good)
